Background to the project

A Discussions around the establishment of a CID in the
Fordsburg area started in 2007 actively supported by
the CQOJ, the local Ward Committee and Fordsburg
Business Forum.

A The Fordsburg Business Forum put forward R20 000
towards the preliminary investigations.

A Plans were put in place and a perception survey
undertaken.

A Early 2008 the COJ commissioned an Urban Design
Framework of the Fordsburg/Mayfair area

A A property owners meeting was held end September
to discuss the CID progress.

A The COJ has pledged R130 000 towards the
legislation process.
